THE MAUREEN J. GARRITY SCHOLARSHIP FOR WOMEN

The Maureen J. Garrity Scholarship for Women was established to honor Maureen Garrity, a long-time

This Scholarship will fund the recipient in an amount between $500-$2000 for her continuing education, as
indicated in her personal statement.

The Recipient will be notified of her selection prior to the 2025 Pepsi Little People’s, and will be honored at
the Champions Dinner on Monday, June 16th, 2025.
